It 

is widely regarded as the true birthplace of the Ital-

ian Renaissance and  home to some of the most in-

fluential people in the history of arts and science, 

such as, Dante, Michelangelo, Leonardo da Vinci,  

and  Galileo. 

 

Their program highlights include Montalcino, a 

walled hilltop town in Tuscany where the climate 

and nature of the soil favors the numerous acres of 

vineyards from which some of  Tuscany's most    

esteemed red wines are produced. It is also home 

for the Palazzo Comunale a brick and stone building 

with a very fine 13th century tower.  

 

The Sandbergôs 

traveled to Tus-

cany one of the 

most populous  

cities, Florence.  

The city lies on the 

River Arno and is 

known for its his-

tory and its    im-

portance during the Middle Ages and the Renais-

sance. This grand city is regarded by many as the 

art capital of Italy and home of several  museums 

including the Pitti Palace and the most popular   

museum Uffizi. 

Another historic center that will be covered is 

Siena, famous for its cuisine, art, museums, and me-

dieval cityscapes.  It is home of the Piazza del 

Campo, now regarded as one of the most beautiful 

civic spaces in Europe serving as the site of the 

market and the location of various sporting events 

including a horse race, the Palio. 

Hillsboro residents, Norm and Pat Sandberg, have 

traveled since their retirement both in Europe and the 

United States.  They have also been 

active in the Elderhostel programs.

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The Astoria Column

The Astoria Column has served 

for over 80 years as a beacon on 

the Pacific Northwest Coast.  It  

sits in a wooded area 600 feet above sea level on 

Coxcomb Hill in Astoria.  Majestic views of the   

countryside surrounding Astoria are the great Pacific 

Ocean to the west and the mighty Columbia River  to 

the north.  

 

The Astoria Column is the final crowning monument 

in a series of 12 historical markers erected in the 

early 1900s between St. Paul, Minnesota and        

Astoria, Oregon. 

 

The markers were the pet project of Ralph Budd, 

president of the Midwest-based Great Northern    

Railroad.  In 1925 he announced that, along with 

other businessmen and scholars, he wanted to    

properly salute Astoriaôs explorers and early settlers 

for their critical role in the expansion of the United 

States to the Pacific Coast.
